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THEPUNJAB GOOD CONDUCT
PRISONERS’ (TEMPORARY RELEASE)
RULES, 1963

1. Short Title—(1) Thesc rules may be called the Purjab Good Conduct
Pisoners’ (Temporary Release) Rules, 1963.

(2) These rules shall come into force on such date as the State Government may,
Uy noification in the Official Gazetie, appoint.

2. Definitions.—In these rukes, unless the context aherwise require,--

(a) ‘A’ mecans the Punjab Good Conduct Prisoners' (Temporary
Release) Act, 1962 (Act 11 of 1962);

(b) ‘From' means a form sppended (o these rules; ¢
(¢) “Inspector-General' means the laspector-General of Prisons, Punjab;

(d) ‘Relcasing Authorily’ means the State Government or such other
suthority to whom the powers of the Staie Governmeat are delegated
under sub-section (4) of section 3 of sub-section (1) of scction 4 of the Act;

(¢) ‘Section' means a section of the Act.
3. Procedure for temporary release.~Sections 3, 4, 10(1), 10{2)(b), 10(2)(d) and

1002)(e) = (1) A prisoner desirous of scc_k_ing_}_c_urt!w%_rm_lc_mm:nnder section 3 or
sccion 4 of the adt shall make an application 1n -1 or A-2, as the casc
miy be, Lo the Summ_r of Jail; Such an application may also be made by an
adult member of the prisoner's family.

(2) The Superintendent of Jail shall forward the application along with his repornt
1o the District Magistrate, who, after consulting the Superintendent of Police of his
Distric, shall forward the case with his recommendations to the lnspecior- General
The Inspector-Geneaal will then record his views on the case whether the prisoner is
1 be released or not and submit the same to the Returning Authority for order, The
District Magistrate, before making any recommendation, shall verify the facts and
grounds on which relcase has been 1equested and shall aiso give his opinion whether
e temporary relcase on parole or furlough is opposed on grounds of prisoner’s
presenee being dangerous (o the Security of State or picjudicial vo the maintenance of
public ordes

(3) If, alter making such enguiry as it may deem {it, the Releasing Authority is
satished thar the prisoner is eatiiled 1o be released under the Act, the Releasing
Authonty saay issue 10 the Superintendent of Jail through the Inspector-General 8
duly sipned and scaled warrant in Fonn 13 ordening the temporary release of the
prisoncr, specilying therein (i) the period of release, (ii) the place or places which the
prisosici 1y alloved te visit during the period of such temporary release, and thic
amount for witich the security bond Lud the surety bond shall.te furnished by the
; whomms Cond Loresoccavely -
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Provided that the amount of the sceurity bond and the sarcty tond sLall not
exceed (wenty thousand rupees in cach case.

(4) On receipt of the release warrant the Superintendent of Jail sh.dl inform the
prisoncr concerned and such member of the prisoner’s family as the prisoner may
specify in that behalf for making arrangements for execution of the sceurity and surety
bonds in Forms C anc D respectively {or sccurity the release ¢f the prisoner A copy
of the release warrant shall also be sent by the Supcrintenden. of Jail to the District
Magjstrate.

(5) On receipt of the information from the District Magistralc that the necessary
bonds have been furnished, the Superintendent of Jail shall release the prisoner for
3/uch period as is specified in the release warrant.

(6) The Superintendent of Jail shall also immediatzly forward to the Officer-in-
charge of the Police Station within those jurisdiction the place or places to be visited
by the prisoner is or are situated, a copy of the warrant and the release certificate in
Form E. The Officer incharge of the Police Station shall keep a watch on the conduct
and activitics of the prisoner and shall submit a report relating thereto to the Superin-
tendent of Jail who shall forward the same to the Inspector-General.

(7) The date of rclease as well as the date on which the prisoner sur,: nders hini
self under sub-scctinn (1) ol section 8 of the Ac. shall be reported by the
Supetintendent of Jail 1o the Inspector-General who will inform the Government ac
cordingly.

4. Committing of any offence during (emporury‘rclcuse.-'-Sccli()l_] 10(1) - If the
prisoner commits any olfence during the period.of his temporary release, the Officer-
in-charge of the Police Station shall forthwith, and in any case nol later than twenty
four hours of his coming to know of the commission cf the offence, send a report
thereof 10 the Superintendent of Jail, and to the Superintendent of Police of the dis-
trict e

(2) On receipt of z report under sub-rule (1), the Superintendent of Jail forthwith
send the same (o the Inspector- General for being forwarded 1o the Releasing
Authority, who may thereafter cancel the release warrant ’

5. Warrant to be cancelled where prisoner commits an offence.-- Section 10(1) -
1f any major jail offence is committed by the prisoner between the date of application
for release and the receipt of the ‘warrant for such release the prisoner shall not be
released by the Superintendent without the previous approval of the Tnspector-
Gengral. In case the appiroval is not given the Superintendent of Jail shall return the
release warrant to the Releasing Authority through the Inspector-General for cancel-
Jation indicating the details of the otfence commilted by the prisoner. The Releasing
Authority may, on receipt of such report, cancel the release warrant.

6. Expenses of journey.--Sections 10(2)(1) : Third Class Railway passcs for jour-
ney both ways to the Rzilway Station nearest to the place of destination will be issued
by the Superintendent ¢f Jail if on the report of the District Magistrate, the State

Goveinment is satished that the prisoner’s family cannot bear (ke expenses of his
